IMPORTANT NOTICE PLEASE READ CAREFULLY

Cults Kart Club Supplementary Rules – January 2009

1   
The Cults Kart Club will endeavour to organise meetings on the last Sunday of every month from January to October, both months inclusive, at Cults Kart Club, Castle Kennedy. 9 out of 10 race meetings will count towards the end of the year championship.

2.
The meeting will be held under the “General Rules and Regulations of the Cults Kart Club”.

3.
A minimum of 4 karts per class is required to start the championship and a maximum grid of 14 permitted. Any class with less than 3 entrants may run along with another class but points count for their own class.

4.
The track extends to 630 metres, has 6 corners and surfaced with asphalt. Racing direction being clockwise.

5.
Entries are open 30 days before the race meeting and close at Wednesday 5pm prior to the meeting. All entries must be on official entry forms which are available from the Club’s website and returnable to the Race Secretary. Late entries will be accepted but incur a £5 penalty and the driver will be placed at the back of the heat grids.

6.
Race day entries: £16 Senior, £11 Junior (Late Entries £21 Senior, £16 Junior).

7.
There will be no refund of monies if the meeting is cancelled or abandoned.

8.
All novices must have minimal training before being allowed into the racing environment and must start from the back of the heat grids for three meetings. They may take their position on merit in each meeting final.

9.
Trophies and medals will be awarded to first, second and third place drivers in each final. 

10.
End of year trophy presented to class winner.

Grid positions for 1st heat are by ballot, thereafter predetermined to produce equity within heats. Points awarded are as follows for heats: 0 pts for first, 1 pt for second, 2 pts for third, 3 pts for fourth and so on until last driver, any non-finishers receive maximum grid plus 1 pt. These points are added to determine positions for Final Grid. Points for final follow the same system. Any driver disqualified can have all his/her points taken away and penalised. Clerk of the Course can decide to increase/decrease penalty under certain circumstances.

11.
Vehicles must be parked safely in the pits within areas approved by officials.

12.
All karts must be scrutineered before racing and if involved in an accident must be scrutineered again before continuing. Drivers must sign on at scrutineering.

13.
All drivers or parents/guardians must abide by the minimum weights for each class (as MSA). Random checks to be made along with all podium placed drivers.

14.
It is the responsibility of all drivers and parents/guardians to make themselves familiar with the location of safety equipment and fire extinguishers, etc.

15.
Re-fuelling must be done in the designated area ONLY.

16.
Each driver will have access to a minimum 3 lap practice session on the morning of race day. Each race meeting will consist of 2 or 3 heats and a final for each class. Heats are normally 10 laps and finals 12 laps (8 and 10 respectively for cadets). Officials have the right to amend the duration of heats/finals due to adverse or unavoidable conditions and circumstances.

17.
All drivers must attend the Drivers’ Briefing before racing.

18.
All competitors who fail to take up their positions on the dummy grid in time will start from the back of the grid. Any kart failing to start on the dummy grid will take up position at the rear of the pack. Any drivers sharing a kart will be given 5 minutes to take up their position from the finish of the previous race.  The grid will be closed at the start of the previous race.

19.
Junior classes may have incident marshals at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course providing they wear identification jackets as supplied by the Club.

20.
All pushers must wear the coloured bibs provided when in the grid area and on ttrack.

21.
All drivers must display correctly coloured plates and numbers for their entered class. The scrutineer reserves the right to fail the kart for displaying incorrect plates. Plates as below:
